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The picturesque Maiko Seashore, with its white sand pine groves that attract flocks of plovers, is celebrated in poetry and songs, and
been loved by the people who travel here by both land and sea since ancient times. Emperor Meiji took a particular fancy to it and visited
as many as seven times.

This scenic area was opened as a park under the management of Hyogo Prefecture in 1900. ljokaku was subsequently built here as the
villa of a wealthy Chinese merchant. This exotic building, which now sits in harmony with the pine grove, is considered to be a symbol of
the Maiko Seashore. It was opened to the public in 1984 to commemorate the 10th anniversary of the reinstatement of diplomatic rela-
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The Maiko Marine Promenade was opened on April 5, 1998 as an auxiliary
facility on the Kobe City side of the Akashi Kaikyo Bridge, the longest sus-
pension bridge in the world. The promenade, about 47 meters above sea
level, has a total length of about 317 meters and projects about 150 meters
into the Akashi Strait.

Near the 1st-floor entrance to the promenade you will find easy-to-under-
stand explanations and DVD of the Akashi Kaikyo Bridge, while from the 8th-
floor observation lounge you can enjoy looking out over the entire bridge via
a camera erected on top of the 300-meter tall main pylon. If you want a real
thrill, try the log bridge: 47 meters above the ocean waves!

Maiko Marine Promenade
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Former Residence of the Kinoshita Family
This house, built in 1941, is modern
Japanese in style, inspired by the sukiya,
or “tea room,” architectural model. This
rare building is registered as a tangible
cultural property of the nation for its tea
room-style structure which remains largely
unchanged from the time of its construction.
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Former Residence of Sanji Muto
(Former “Kanebo Maiko Club”)
This 2-story wooden colonial style house was
built in 1907. It is a valuable architectural
record of Western-style housing in the Meiji
era(late nineteenth century)and of the
lifestyle of businessmen of that time.
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
